From the Panel - White (A):
• Fussy cut (1) 35 ½” x 43” rectangle, centered on the panel.

From the Tossed Animal Faces - Teal (B), cut:
• (2) 4” x 41 ½” WOF strips. 
• (3) 3 ½” x WOF strips. Sew the strips together end to end 	
   with diagonal seams and cut (2) 3 ½” x 43” strips.

From the Tossed Letters - Red (C), cut:
• (1) 4 ½” x WOF strip. Sub-cut (6) 4 ½” squares.
 
From the Tossed Footprints - White (D), cut:
• (3) 4 ½” x WOF strips. Sub-cut (24) 4 ½” squares.

From the Stacked Animals - Light Gray (E), cut:
• (2) 7 ½” x 56 ½” LOF strips.  
• From the remaining fabric, cut (2) 7 ½” x 48 ½” WOF 	  	
   strips (piece as needed), and (12) 4 ½” squares.

From the Tossed Animal Silhouettes - Yellow (F), cut:
• (1) 4 ½” x WOF strip. Sub-cut (6) 4 ½” squares.

From the Starlet - Kiwi (G), cut:
• (4) 2” x WOF strips. Sew the strips together end to end 	   	
   with diagonal seams and cut (2) 2” x 65 ½” strips.
• (3) 2” x WOF strips. Sew the strips together end to end 		
   with diagonal seams and cut (2) 2” x 56 ½” strips.
• (1) 2” x WOF strip. Sub-cut (4) 2” x 7 ½” strips.
• (7) 2 ½” x WOF strips for the binding.

From the Tossed Animals and Letters - Turquoise (H), cut:
• (1) 7 ½” x WOF strip. Sub-cut (4) 7 ½” squares.

From the Tossed Animals - White (Backing), cut:
• (2) 73” x WOF strips for the backing. Sew the strips 		
   together and trim to make the 73” x 81” back.
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1.  Sew (1) 3 ½” x 43” Fabric B 
strip to each side of the 
35 ½” x 43” Fabric A rectangle.  
Sew (1) 4” x 41 ½” Fabric B 
strip to the top and to the bottom 
of the Fabric A rectangle to 
make the Center Block (Fig. 1). 
Trim the block to measure 
40 ½” x 48 ½”. 

2.  Refer to Figure 2 and sew together (6) 4 ½” Fabric D 
squares, (3) 4 ½” Fabric E squares, (2) 4 ½” Fabric F squares 
and (1) 4 ½” Fabric C square to make the Inner Left Side 
Border.

4.  Sew (1) 2” x 7 ½” Fabric G strip to each end of (1) 
7 ½” x 48 ½” Fabric E strip. Sew (1) 7 ½” Fabric H square 
to each end of the newly sewn strip to make the Outer Top 
Border (Fig. 6). Repeat to make the Outer Bottom Border.

7.  Sew (1) 2” x 56 ½” Fabric G strip to each side of the 
Center Block.

8.  Sew (1) 7 ½” x 56 ½” Fabric E strip to each side of the 
Center Block.

9.  Sew (1) 2” x 65 ½” Fabric G strip to the top and to the 
bottom of the Center Block.

10.  Sew the Outer Top Border and Outer Bottom Border to the 
top and to the bottom of the Center Block to make the quilt top.

11.  Layer and quilt as desired.

12.  Sew the (7) 2 ½” x WOF Fabric G strips together, end to 
end with 45-degree seams, to make the binding. Fold this long 
strip in half lengthwise with wrong sides together and press.

13.  Bind as desired.
